The presentation will make use of the sacrament of marriage as a
model and pattern of the Eucharist. Like marriage, the celebration of
the Eucharist is intrinsically linked to our life. We bring to the
Eucharist our life, we celebrate it and then we are sent out to live
what we have celebrated. These three moments will be explored with
a particular emphasis on how the Eucharist sends us out to be the
body of Christ for our brothers and siters and for the world.
